DID YOU KNOW?

Women with disabilities experience the world differently to other women and men with disabilities.

We are less likely to:

· be in paid work than other women or men with disabilities

· receive appropriate health promotion and services, particularly breast and cervical screening programs, bone density testing, and menopause management, than women without disabilities

We are more likely to:

· be vulnerable to all forms of violence than other women or men with disabilities

· be unlawfully sterilised than our male counterparts

· pay the highest level of our gross income on housing, yet are in the lowest income-earning bracket
